God loves us more than we could ever imagine. He desires that we live
a full life in fellowship with Him. Unfortunately, we have placed ourselves
in a situation that keeps us from experiencing the fullness of life that He
wants us to enjoy. How did this come about? Find out in the next lesson....
MAN'S PROBLEM.
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God loves us so much, but we are not able to fully enjoy His love.
Why not? Let's look at some Bible verses that can help us to understand
what happened.

The Bible teaches us that everyone has sinned, and that sin has caused a
separation between us and God. We cannot do anything on our own to get
back to God, but God has done something for us! Jesus said, “I am the way
and the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father but by me.” (John
14:6) We will study more about this only way to return to God in the next
lesson, GOD'S SOLUTION.
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In the first lesson we talked about GOD'S LOVE, and in lesson two

we looked at what the Bible teaches about MAN'S PROBLEM. In this lesson
we will see that Jesus Christ is GOD'S SOLUTION for the problem of sin.

5. John 3:16, one of the best-known verses in the Bible, helps us to understand
the significance that the Gospel has for each one of us:
Whom does God love?
How has God shown his love for you?
How can you receive eternal life?
What will happen to those who do not believe in Jesus?

Jesus is the only way for sinful man to return to a right relationship
with God. When anyone believes in Him, they have eternal life... So what
does it mean to believe? In our final lesson, MAN'S REPONSE, we will see
how to believe in Jesus and pass from death to eternal life.
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In the previous lessons we have seen that God loves us, but because of our
sin we cannot fully experience that love. Furthermore, the final consequence of our sin
will be eternal separation from God. But thanks be to God, because He has provided
us with a way to be saved from our sin and to be restored to a right relationship with
Him... through the death and resurrection of the Lord Jesus Christ. However, a way is
useful to us only if we use it.
